It always begins with these same seven words, “Nine-one-one, where is your emergency?” The James City Volunteer Rescue Squad (JCVRS) has been answering that call since 1957 in upper James City County.   Our mission is “…to provide emergency medical services, public education, and emergency medical training to citizens in the County of James City and surrounding areas, in a professional manner while maintaining the dignity of those we serve.” In honor of our mission and our service to community, the JCVRS kindly requests your tax deductible donation.  We rely heavily on your donations to support the cost of providing continuous training, vehicle maintenance and replacement and /or purchase of state of the art equipment used in emergency lifesaving situations.  Your donations this year will go towards funding the cost of our Emergency Medical Technician class and help to provide for audio/visual equipment for what will be our new Training Room in the new building.
The JCVRS is an all-volunteer organization that aides in response to emergency medical calls and provides medical assistance during fire emergencies. We currently have 41 EMT’s, 17 Advanced Life Support providers 10 awaiting certification and 28 support personnel responding to the needs of our community.  In addition to serving the largest geographic area in James City County, the JCVRS also assists the Counties of New Kent and York as part of mutual-aid agreements. Our fully equipped heavy rescue vehicle (Squad 1) and its trained personnel are dispatched to vehicle accidents throughout James City County when extrication is necessary, as well as all structure fires.
On-going training is our commitment to you and our guarantee that the JCVRS is available and ready to render aid when called.  The donations we receive allow us to continue to educate Emergency Medical Technicians (EMTs), offer continuous skills training and recertification opportunities to both volunteer and career staff, and provide Continuing Education Units to both Basic Life Support and Advanced Life Support Providers.  Our next EMT class will begin this fall.  
JCVRS members also act as ambassadors throughout the County. Our volunteers participate in Educational Outreach programs. We provide volunteer personnel to do medical standbys for many local events. These events include football games, marathons, bicycle races, community celebrations like Family Fun Fest, Eco Park Festival and the LPGA tournament.
The James City Volunteer Rescue Squad is a proud and vested organization.  JCVRS was founded not only to provide rescue services to the Upper County but to also offer a unique opportunity for its citizens to join and provide service to their community.
